Its very dark, I think it’s going to rain soon.

® Promise
You haven’t done your homework. Where is it?
Pl do it this evening, and Ill give it to you tomorrow morning.

® Refusing
Will you wash the floor?
No, I wor’t! You made it dirty!
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Future time words

Here are some examples of time words we use when we are talking about the future:

® tomorrow
I'm leaving for France tomorrow.

® next week
I'll see you at the meeting next week.

® soon
Goodbye! I'll see you soon. $

® later, after
I'll phone you later. (no object)
I'll phone you after the film. (object)

® in a moment, etc.
I'll be back in a moment.
I'll see you in two weeks.

® at (+ the time)
I’ll be back at 6.00.
